GUAM, CHUUK AND SAIPAN 

 

During January, 2010, members of the WECF were again busy in the Northern Marianas and Federated States 

of Micronesia. As this has been an annual ministry trip for several years, regular readers will be familiar with the 

activities this entailed, including Christian Leadersô Conferences (Barry Jones, USA, and Alan Best, Australia) 

and Childrenôs Ministry Seminars (Kerrian Cartledge, Australia) on each island. This year, the Conference 

Theme was ñThe Five Greatest Days in the History of the World.ò In addition, there were preaching opportunities 

and Barry presented a whole-day Preaching Seminar on Chuuk.  

 

As often happens, surprises also occur, such as the message that Barry was invited to bring on one 

evening during a week of services prior to the Funeral Service for a sister who passed away during the visit to 

Guam. The members of the churches on Guam and Saipan (Associate Members of the WECF) are expats from 

Pohnpei, one of states that form the Federated States of Micronesia. The trip began on Guam and concluded on 

Saipan ï each was marked by the warmest of welcomes and enthusiastic participation in the teaching sessions.   

 

On Chuuk, where the team was also warmly welcomed, it was privileged to bring assistance to the Logan 

Memorial Congregational Church (a member of the C4 Churches that belong to the WECF). The church is 

constructing a new building (see below) towards which Barry presented a gift on behalf of Morning Star 

Messengers and Alan presented a gift on behalf of Miranda Congregational Church in Sydney, Australia. The 

new building will not only provide a wonderful facility for the congregation, but will meet the needs of the Mizpah 

Christian High School. Funds from Miranda were also used to purchase a second water storage tank for the 

school (see below) and to provide funds for its ongoing ministry. Miranda Congregational Church has continued 

to support Christian schools' ministry in Micronesia following a visit by a team several years ago led by Pastor 

Andrew Harris.
