REVIVAL - THE DAY OF GOD'S POWER is always
for the glory of God because the Agent of revival is
the Person of the Holy Spirit. His work is sovereign
in its origin, irresistible in its power and sanctifying
as God's glory is manifested.

Plans for our WECF mid-term meeting to be
held in Velingrad, Bulgaria, are now well
underway.

9 September.

Transport to Velingrad (a few hours drive)
has been organised for the morning of
Wednesday 10; an assembly venue has yet
to be determined.

Afternoon and evening meetings will be held
on Wednesday 10.

Daytime and evening meetings will be held
on Thursday 11 and Friday 12 September.

Accommodation - Velingrad Conference Centre

It is proposed that the Bulgarian and
Macedonian participants be accommodated
in the Conference Centre (Velingrad) owned
by the Union of Evangelical Congregational
Churches in Bulgaria. Its twenty rooms all
have en-suites and accommodate up to four

people. If all twenty rooms are not required
by the Bulgarian and Macedonian delegates
they will be made available for overseas
participants.

Accommodation for most overseas visitors
will be organised at the Olymp Hotel which
is within walking distance of the Conference
Centre; it is a downhill walk in the morning
and an uphill walk at night.
